Accounts not settled after _10__ days of due date will be charged a flat penalty of _$15_. Payments not made within 20 days of due date; will incur an additional late charge of $1.00 per day. Payments not made in 60 days, will incur sale of said equine to pay board fees incurred, unless payment arrangements are made.

Date of payment is flexible only if arrangements are made with property owner. Payment may be paid on a certain day, weekly or bi weekly if put in writing and property owner agrees to arrangement.
Locked mail box located in tack room for boarder to leave payment in must include borders name (checked weekly)
Property owner will email or mail owner a statement monthly

Right of Lien: 

The property owner has the right of lien as set forth in the law of _Arkansas_ for the amount due for board and additional agreed upon services and shall have the right, without process of law, to retain said horse until the indebtedness is satisfactorily paid in full.

This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of _Arkansas____. 

Any legal action must be brought in the county of _Washington__, provided however, the parties agree to required Mediation and Arbitration of any disputes relating to this transaction.

Boarders that have a balance and are overdue on board may not remove horses from property until paid in full. Property owner has the right to padlock horse in pasture or stall until bill is paid in full.

Standard of Care: 

Unless specific arrangements are made with the property owner, the shoeing, grooming, exercising and training of the Horse shall be the sole responsibility of the boarder.

The care provided by the property owner, who agrees to provide normal and reasonable care to maintain the health and well being of said horse, shall include:

· Grain: _N/A unless provided by owner. $10 /a month per horse for propery owner to feed. Property owner will feed horse as instructed by owner ( grain supplements amounts and how many times daily)      
· All horses on property are dewormed every 3 months by property owner at same time to eliminate cross contamination of parasites. ( rotational de wormer used) included in boarding fee
· Stall: ( barn is for horses in Training, Injured, Pregnant) unless other arrangements are made._________________________________________________________

( prices subject to change without notice if farriers fees increase or new farrier is hired)
Farrier comes every 8 weeks. Property owner schedules. You are not required to use property owner’s farrier.  For safety of farrier and horse if it is determined horse requires sedation property owner will pick up and administer to horse. Boarder will be responsible for all fees for sedation. Horse’s requirement will be addressed each time farrier comes if horse no longer requires sedation it will not be used.
Type of sedation used will depend vet recommendation, effectiveness and horse’s reaction to sedation. Property owner and vet not responsible for any allergic reaction to used sedation. 
Property owner charges $5 per horse to handle for farrier. 
If the boarder has their own farrier, then the property owner must be advised so they will not be scheduled with property owner’s farrier.

· All horses on property are dewormed every 3 months by property owner at same time to eliminate cross contamination of parasites. ( rotational dewormer used) 
· Horses must have current coggin’s yearly (property owner holds a coggins/shot clinic in spring)
Elective boarding services:
 initial any services to be applied (may change in writing at any time)
___Blanketing $10/month (hard to catch $20/month) included fly sheets, winter blankets (winter blankets only put on horses in weather below freezing unless specified ahead of time by owner)
___Extra feed, grain, supplements $ 10/month (Boarder supplies and schedules how many times a day and amount to be fed. Boarder responsibility to keep supplies stocked)

Immediate care:

Painted Ponies Stables & Training Center llc  has the permission of the boarder to request a veterinary visit, or request the services of a farrier if the need arises urgently.(overgrown feet from neglect to get feet trimmed applies) This will be done at the boarder's expense.
In an emergency, the property owner will make every effort to reach the horse owner. Any decisions made by the property owner in the absence of the horse owner will be made in the best interests of the horse.

All veterinary costs are additional to the boarding fee as outlined below. Any veterinary charges are the responsibility of the boarder, who will be billed directly by the veterinary clinic for any charges.

Pasture arrangements:
Horses will be turned out in selected groups of 2. The property owner will take all reasonable care to ensure the horse remains free of injury while in a pasture with another boarder’s horse. May take several trials over a reasonable period of time to find the best fit. If a compatible pairing cannot be made then individual turn-out is required, there will be an additional charge to rent that entire pasture for 1 horse. (Property owner determines which horses are turned out together) Property owner may rotate which pasture horses are in according to grazing activity as needed. 
Termination:

A written notice period of _____30 days____ from the first day of the month, submitted to the property owner, will be required to terminate the boarding agreement. Any shorter notice will cause the forfeit of the one month board in advance. The property owner reserves the right to terminate the boarding agreement with one month's notice.

Damages:

The boarder will be financially responsible for any and all damages caused by their horse(s) to the stable or to the property.

Liability:

The property owner will take all reasonable care to ensure the horse remains free of injury while on the property owner's premises. However, the property owner is not liable for injuries to the horse or horse owner while said horse and owner are on the premises of the property owner. The boarder must take all reasonable care when on the premises of the property owner, including the wearing of an approved safety helmet when riding said horse if under 18 years of age(helmets recommended for all riding activities). 

Storage:
The boarder will have the use of  community tack room. Owner will  designated saddle rack/bridle hooks to store all of their equipment.  The property owner  will not be responsible for lost or stolen articles.

The boarder must tidy the property owner's equipment and premises after use.

The property is open  _5__am__ and _10__pm__, __7__ days a week. The boarder must seek permission of the property owner to be on the premises outside of those hours.( exceptions will be allowed if arranged with property owner and do not disturb property owner) examples are work hours, travel, shows)
